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John Lyons is a fisheries research biologist for the WDNR in Madison, a position he has held in one form or another since joining the Department in 1985.  Much of his research concerns effects of human activities across the Wisconsin landscape, particularly land use, on fish communities and fisheries.  The results he presents here on climate change effects are a recent and natural extension of many years of work to understand the key factors that determine fish abundance and biotic integrity in streams and rivers.
